Is It the Truth? 
 
Most trial lawyers would agree that the most 

important aspect of success at trial is the evidence. 

While there are laws that could apply, it is 

evidence which the court finds to be the “truth” or 

the facts for the decision that will likely determine 

if one side will win the case.

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For most lay people the court system is a bit 

mysterious and the process daunting. However, 

there is a general belief in the fairness of the 

Canadian court system and that “justice” and 

“truth” will prevail.   

 

Finding the truth is the role of the court, and the 

trial court is sometimes referred to as the “trier of 

fact”. What is the truth and how does a court find 

what is true? It’s not a simple process where the 

witnesses do not agree on “what happened”. As 

can be imagined, it is more difficult when the 

witness accounts are “miles” apart. 

 

How does the court determine the facts (or what is 

true for the case before it)? In our trial system an 

adversarial process is in play where each side of 

the case will present evidence. That evidence is 

generally presented orally where witnesses are 

called to the “stand” and give testimony (evidence) 

under oath. Under oath means they are sworn or 

affirmed to tell the truth and are under sanction of 

perjury if they do not. This of course is where the 

complication arises, since all witnesses are to tell 

the truth but often do not tell the same story as 

another witness. In the adversarial process this is a 

highly likely occurrence. 

 

Court, as the trier of fact, has to make a 

determination (if they can) as to where the truth 

actually lies, on which findings of fact will be 

made. 

 

In the case of contradicting oral testimony between 

witnesses, courts will assess the credibility and 

other corroborating evidence (if any) to decide 

between the two (or more) stories being told by the 

witnesses. This process is aided by the lawyers 

who present evidence and who cross examine the 

witness. During this process the witnesses’ 

evidence is “tested” in a way that the court can 

find the facts for that particular case. What the 

court finds may not be what any one witness 

thinks, but a finding by the court based on all of 

the evidence and the evidence that is accepted by 

the court as credible and likely. 

 

So what is the truth? The truth is the facts found by 

a court that applies to that case, after considering 

the presentation of evidence, the credibility of the 

evidence, the corroborating evidence, the 

demeanor of the witnesses etc. It is fair to say that 

the truth is “somewhere in between” the stories 

that will be told in any court case.

Introduction to 

the Courts of BC 
In British Columbia, there are three levels of court. 

There are two trial courts and one appeal court.  

The first level, Provincial Court, is the broad base 

of the justice system. It hears the vast majority of 

cases – including family, traffic, civil (called Small 

Claims) and criminal cases. 

The Supreme Court is the highest trial court in 

British Columbia. It hears civil cases over $25,000, 

family law cases involving divorce and custody, as 

well as serious criminal cases. 

The Supreme Court also hears appeals of 

Provincial Court cases. There are currently about 

100 justices and masters that hear cases province 

wide. Supreme Court orders cannot be altered by 

the Provincial Court. Only the Court of Appeal for 

BC or the Supreme Court of Canada can modify or 

overturn the decisions of the Supreme Court of 

BC. 

The highest court in British Columba is the Court 

of Appeal, which hears appeals from the Supreme 

Court. This court is exclusively an appellate court 

and does not hear trials.  

All courts in Canada must follow the decisions of 

the highest court in the land, the Supreme Court of 

Canada.

Miso Avocado 

Salad Recipe 
Yield: 2 servings or 4 as a part of a meal 

Prep Time: 15 minutes 

Cook Time: 10 minutes 

 

Ingredients: 

¶ 5 ounces / 150 g broccoli, stems 

chopped, florets broken into little 

heads 

¶ 2 tablespoons pumpkin seeds 

¶ 2 tablespoons sesame seeds 

¶ 2 handfuls of seasonal salad leaves, 

washed and dried 

¶ 1 ripe avocado, pitted and halved 

¶ 1 (15-ounce/400 g) can white beans (or 

equivalent), drained 

 

For the dressing: 

¶ 1 tablespoon brown rice miso paste 

¶ 1 tablespoon brown rice vinegar 

¶ 1 tablespoon ponzu or soy sauce 

juice of 1/2 a lime 

¶ 4 tablespoons cow's milk or soy yogurt 

¶ sea salt 

 

Directions: 

1. First make the dressing. Mix all your 

dressing ingredients together in a bowl,  

adding a little salt if needed, 

depending on how salty your miso is.  

Alternately, if the dressing is too salty, 

add more yogurt. 

 

2. Next, blanch the broccoli in boiling, 

salted water for a minute or so, until it 

has lost its rawness and is a lovely 

bright green. Drain and let cool.  

 

3. Toast the pumpkin and sesame seeds 

in a pan until lightly golden, then 

spread on a plate to cool. 

 

4. Pile the leaves into a serving bowl, 

then chop the avocado into chunks, 

and add them to the bowl along with 

the beans. Once the broccoli and seeds 

are cool, add them too. Pour over the 

dressing and toss well. Serve with 

steamed brown rice or soba noodles 

for a more substantial dinner.
